Also a honkin' big lightning storm around 2200 UTC.

RCP dominant L bursting 2106-2131 UTC from 21 to 26 MHz, negative emission envelope drift. (Io-A)

LCP dominant narrow band S burst trains 2205-0035 UTC from 16 to 24 MHz, negative emission envelope
drift. (Io-C)

LCP dominant L bursting 2217-2354 UTC from 16 to 21 MHz, vertex late arcs. (Io-C).

Jupiter was -6° to +46° off axis.

Jupiter was trailing the Sun by 59°.
